What Is the Impact of Inflation on College Costs? 

College costs have historically risen at a faster rate than the general inflation rate.  More recently, however, after 
adjusting for inflation, the average published tuition and fees at both public and private nonprofit four-year 
colleges peaked in 2019-20, since when costs have increased at about the same as the rate of inflation 

Over the decade between 2014-15 and 2024-25, the average tuition, fees, housing and food prices declined by 
1% at public four-year institutions and increased by 4% at private nonprofit four-year institutions, after 
adjusting for inflation. (source: The College Board Trends in College Pricing 2024).
